members. A number of these had graduated from Young Harris Academy, and
with their help the Freshmen learned that they were 1-C's, but most of all had
the solemn fact impressed on them that they were “Freshmen.”

With the interest mspired by the faculty and the growing friendship of the
students for each other, the class became a part of Young Harris, with its won-
derful spirit of lovalty and fellowship.

The president was Byrd Yarborough——capable and energetic—but he left in
the senior year to continue his work at Emory. Catherine Clark was vice-presi-
dent and Brady Burch, secretary.

In September, 1929, the class again assembled, this time as Seniors. Some had
dropped out, a few new ones had come in, and the total enrollment was ninety-
eight.  The administration was headed by H. G. Johnson, president; Margaret
Appleby, vice-president, and Clyde Young, secretary.

Physies proved a nightmare—worse than the twelve labors of Hercules—but
this and other troubles were braved, for the sake of “Diploma.”

The boys began early on the project, and their faithful work was rewarded
by a Sunday night supper given by the Senior girls. In November the 4-A’s
entertained the class with a Masquerade Reception.

The project was conmipleted in April. It consisted of a walk from the entrance
of the campus to Appleby Hall. It will be a permanent memorial of the Class of
1930.

The outstanding characteristic of the class of 30 was its splendid attitude.
Eittle friction occurred in this class, and co-operation always proves successful.

History is supposed to be made up of the lives of the great with individual de-
tails set forth. ~"This meagre history can by no means portray the splendid char-
acters of the members of this class, nor their noteworthy achievements. There-
fore the responsibility will be left to some future Cross or Basset, who will relate
in detail the deeds of ambassadors, governors, generals, and presidents, once mem-
bers of the class of 1930 of Young Harris College.

The tennis courts were built during the first ddllllll]\tldt]()ll Under the guiding
hands of McGee and Wells, the cfullles on the campus were filled, stumps were
removed, grass was planted, 1()ads and walks were built and the whole campus
L](‘dl]e(l ()ft and beautified. In the spring of 1928 the council room, office of the

“Enotah Echoes” and pastor's study were constructed under the chapel. At the
beginning of the year 1929-'3c the Council met with the faculty to discuss
together the problems of discipline. A new understanding was reached and a
co-operative plan between students and the faculty has l)ccn carried out this year.
The most notable step forward the Student Body Government has made has been
a blue print of the campus. Buildings and walks are no longer to be placed ac-
cording to the whims and fancies of individuals, but Lumr(lmﬂ to a systematic
and beautiful plan.
